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Education and Protection of Our Children #2 is a sort of non-documentary documentary
originally conceived to be a live performed work. The themes of nature, religious experi-
ences and human progress interweave, pervaded by a constant and unsettling serenity
that at moments reveals tragedy.

Its visual imagery is a recovery of the perception of the space-time of infancy, in a process
that does not focus on memory or the remembered, but rather on the sensitive plane,
exclusively, and the recuperated act of seeing.

Education and protection of our children #2 demonstrates a precarious equilibrium
between the real and what's hidden, where everything is clear while at the same moment
absolutely indefinable, where everything is shown and viewed in the irrational clarity of
infantile perception.

This sense is reinforced by the footage itself, initially shot in Super 8 and 16mm. The mu-
sic, specially conceived by Port-Royal starting from their album Flair and from unreleased
tracks, is constantly interwoven, distorted and amplified, with magical and cinematic influ-
ences of Andrea Dojmi’s visual world.

Andrea Dojmi and Port-Royal will also present the new 4'40” film sequence AlM an Eagle
from the visual project The Distance to the Sun by A. Dojmi, with the track “Attorey Very
Bad” from the new LP Afraid to Dance (Resonant) by Port-Royal.

Andrea Dojmi lives between Rome and Milan. His research is characterized by the use
of various media (photography, super 8 film, video, music, installations, painting), focused
on tensions between infancy, nature, education, dimensions of experiment and relations
with habitat. Recently he has realized exhibitions and exposition projects connected with
the important editorial publication project AimReady, released in 2005 by Booth-Clibborm
Editions. An acute observer of the dynamics between public and private space, natural
and architectural environments, he is also the author of the coordinate image of Netmage
06.

Port-Royal, a band from Genoa, recorded Flares with the English label Resonant in
2005, to intemational praise. Recorded entirely at home, Flares follows and amplifies the
course initiated three years earlier with their Kraken. Port-Royal’'s music achieves a subtle
equilibrium between a rigorous stylistic research producing minimal but stratified sounds,
and an innate attitude toward evocative and cinematic melodies. Their sound occupies a
zone between ambient, post-rock and electronic.

In the films made by ZimmerFrei under the general tite Panorama, a camera tums
around an axis like a clock: from east to west at Rome’s Piazza del Popolo, in different
squares in Venice and Bologna. 24 hours in 24 minutes. Various strata o time co-exist:
some people are hurrying along in the background, others look as if they're in a deep
sleep, others come closer, moving weightlessly, without a destiny nor a past.

The 360° panning motion continues, the clear flow of ime and space is full of presenti-
ments and visions: other potential lives appear (all the performers are moving in extreme
slow motion which has been accelerated 20 times).

VideoDance invites them to film a Panorama in Athens. The locations chosen where
the Gate of the University and Karaiskaki Square. There’s enough room in the film for
all passersby, but eight Greek performers will also take part. The film will be edited and
screened at the Festival’s closing ceremony, on May 25, with live sound in the form of a
concert by ZimmerFrei and the Greek group Free Piece of Tape. The outcome can only
be fascinating...

The group of artists and performers known as ZimmerFrei from Bologna are active at the
meeting point of the visual and peformative arts. It was founded in 1999.

Its members are Anna de Manincor (1972), performer and video artist, Anna Rispoli
(1974), performer and theater director and Massimo Carozzi (1967), sound designer.

Its productions include theater and dance performances, short movies, audio installations,
visual installations and environments.

In July 2003, o1 Joystick were fortunate enough to find themselves at the home of Mario
Posada Ochoa — whose family calls him Mayo — in order to digitalize the 16mm films he
shot between 1945 and 1968. This was footage of daily life in Medellin, Colombia, his
family life, hia businesses and travels to the US and Europe. Using the 28 hours of mate-
rial, a series of screenings was held in Barcelona. Various artistic groups were invited to
watch the screenings and then make their own films by using Mayo’s footage without any
restrictions.

The films that were produced were released on a single DVD-ROM which, so far, has
been screened in Spain, France, Lithuania and Colombia.

The Los Archivos Mayo project is a tribute to and a presentation of the work of an amateur
filmmaker who had a passion for images.

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Screeners

The term “screeners” refers to the copies of films that are sent, before they are officially
released, to various film industry professionals (reviewers, efc.).

The same term is applied to the filmgoers who videotape fims that are being screened in
movie theaters. This method of acquiring and copying audiovisual material in conjunction
with the possibilities offered by digital technology that allow us, from our home environ-
ment, to produce, reproduce and disseminate information is the context within which the
Screeners project was conceived.

With an aim to broaden the experience they acquired through the Los Archivos Mayo
project, Joystick openly invite anyone wishing to screen their personal or home movies in
8mm or Super 8. The accumulated footage will be organized into a series of screenings,
during which, whoever wishes, can come with his/her camcorder and tripod and vide-
otape the footage being screened. Using these images, he/she is invited to make a new
video, without any restrictions as to how the images will be processed.

Screeners are being staged in various cities around the world. Joystick will select certain
ones from among all the videos that will be made and include them in a DVD-ROM,
similar to the one made by the Los Archivos Mayo project.

The Screeners happening is being organized by Joystick (jstk.org) from Barcelona in
conjunction with Kine from Athens and opora (opora.gr) from Thessaloniki.

Animation film with a live soundtrack.

Korea’s Ge-Suk Yeo presents her minimalist opera Gang-gang, a cycle of four “sound
poems” with electroacoustic sounds that accompany an animation film based on Korean
calligraphy. Gang-gang draws its joyful and fun-loving mood and its rhythm from a tradi-
tional Korean cyclical dance. All the film’s frames are black ink drawings on Korean paper.
During the premiere of her opera at VideoDance2007, Ge-Suk Yeo will play the music
live, creating a strange sound

environment by the use of her voice and other sampled sounds.

Ge-Suk Yeo is a singer, electro-acoustic musician, composer, visual and video

artist. She

works in Hamburg, Germany and Seoul, Korea. As a lyric-dramatic soprano she is a
novelty

in the fields of electro-acoustic music and media art, areas she extends to the point of
contemporary music. Her compositions and ideas for sound she notes as
sound-calligraphies.
