velopment. In Greek, those bars are
known as “anamones”, which can be
loosely translated as “waitings.” Most
of these bars will never serve the pur-
pose they were intended. As we no-
tice their existence in the urban land-
scape, the technical term “anamones”
triggers an investigation into the deep-
er meanings surrounding the issue of
family ties and relationships in a small,
peculiar society like Cyprus.

One of the most acclaimed theater writer/directors of
the 20th century, Gatti was originally a member of the
informal Left Bank group of filmmakers. He was born
in 1924 in a shantytown in Monaco to an Italian anar-
chist from Piedmont, who escaped murder because
of his political activities, and to a maid. During World
War I, Gatti joined a small French resistance maquis.
Captured, tortured, and sentenced to a concentration
camp in Hamburg, he eventually escaped and joined a
British Special Air Service special forces team. After the
war, he worked as an journalist for many years until he
traveled with Marker, published his first plays, and di-
rected his first film. He died on 6 April, 2017.
