Ahmed, a Muslim teenager who lives in Belgium, becomes
radicalized by a local extremist imam and tries to kill his Muslim

- yet, in his eyes, “heretic” - teacher. True to their humanistic,
observational approach, the Dardenne brothers focus, once again,

on a confused, troubled adolescent. In search of his own path in

life, Ahmed, who seems to have been a relatively normal teen under
the radar, mirrors the delusions of a disoriented world, attracted to
dangerous ideologies, contemplating violence. However controversial
Ahmed’s situation appears to be, perhaps too far gone to save, as per
usual, it is empathy that has the last word in Dardenne storytelling.

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The actor, director, and screenwriter Takis Spiridakis was born in
Aegina on 4 February 1958 but grew up in Piraeus, where he went
to night school while working at various jobs from an early age.

His love of cinema eventually led him to the National Theatre Drama
School, although he dropped out shortly before graduating.

Spiridakis starred in 15 feature films and five shorts, also directing
his own movies. He first appeared as an actor on the big screen
as one of the protagonists of Sweet Bunch, directed by Nikos
Nikolaidis (1983), for which he won the Thessaloniki Film Festival
Special Performance Award. This was followed by starring roles
in films including: Loafing and Camouflage, directed by Nikos
Perakis (1984), Morning Patrol, directed by Nikos Nikolaidis
(1986), Paterfamilias, directed by Nikos Perakis (1997), Edge

of Night, directed by Nikos Panayotopoulos (1999), Black Milk,
directed by Nikos Triantafyllidis (1999), Nobody Loses Forever,
directed by Dionysis Grigoratos (2000), Cheap Smokes, directed
by Renos Haralambidis (2000), I'm Tired of Killing Your Lovers,
directed by Nikos Panagiotopoulos (2002, UTOPIA, directed by
Giorgos Karipidis (2004), Loafing and Camouflage: Sirens in the
Aegean, directed by Nikos Perakis (2005), Boobheads, directed
by Thodoros Maragos (2008), 4 Black Suits, directed by Renos
Haralambidis (2009) and Riders of Pylos, directed by Nikos
Kalogeropoulos (2011).

In 1988 Spiridakis turned to directing. He wrote and directed the
short film Vera Cruz (1989), which won Best Film at the International
Short Film Festival in Drama and the Mediterranean Countries

Film Festival, Second Prize in Canada and Brazil, won the Hellenic
Ministry of Culture State Award and, in 1990, received an award
from the French National Film Centre, gaining many more plaudits
at major European film festivals.

In 1994, Spiridakis directed and wrote the screenplay of The Garden
of God, in which he also acted. The film won seven Ministry of
Culture State Quality Awards at the Thessaloniki Film Festival

(Best Debut Director, Best Leading Actor [Vangelis Mourikis],

Best Photography, Best Costume Design, Best Editing, Best
Technical Achievements, and Honorary Distinction for Film Quality].
It also gained a further six awards at the Thessaloniki International
Film Festival, because of its particiaption in the Official Competition:
Best Debut Director, Best Photography, Best Set Design, Best
Costume Design and Best Makeup, with Vangelis Mourikis, Kostas
Markopoulos and Takis Spiridakis winning an Acting Award.

He also acted in theater, originally with actress Anna Vayena and
various regional troupes, but left the stage to turn to directing.

He made a comeback in 2013, in Martin McDonagh’s A Behanding
in Spokane. From 2015 he starred, with tremendous success, Wild
Seed by Yiannis Tsiros, directed by Eleni Skoti, at the Epi Kolono
Theater.

Takis Spiridakis died in Athens on 13 September 2019.

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Giorgos Karipidis was born in Thessaloniki in 1946. A restless spirit
from an early age, on graduating from high school he went on to
study painting at the Amsterdam University of the Arts and film
directing at the Netherlands Film Academy. He then set out on his
travels, first through Europe and then across the world, driven by
the same ardent desire for discovery. His final major stop before
returning to Greece was Berlin, where he lived and worked as a
documentary director for public television (SFB). His iconic Last
Stop: Kreuzberg, filmed in Berlin, won Second Prize for Short Film
at the 1975 Thessaloniki Film Festival.

In 1979 Karipidis’s The Painter Theophilos won the Best Short Film
Award at the Thessaloniki Film Festival and the Greek Film Critics
Association Award. Three years later, in 1982, his first feature film
The Confrontation (or Dangerous Game as it was titled in theaters)
also won the Greek Film Critics Association Award. Karipidis
continued with Witches (1986). In the Shadow of Fear (1988),
perhaps his best-known film, won six awards at the Thessaloniki
Film Festival, including Best Film and Best Director, while in 1989
it shared the State Awards for Best Film and Best Director with
Theo Angelopoulos’s Landscape in the Mist. In 1991, the same film
won the Best Film Award at the Tehran International Film Festival.
There followed the films Dead Liqueur (1992), Bewitched (1995)
and Utopia (2004).

Karipidis also contributed to the art of documentary. He directed
around 100 documentaries for Greek television, including The Book
of Revelation.

Politically active, a socially and culturally engaged artist, he also
wrote articles and short stories for newspapers and magazines.
He published his first book, Champion Diver, in 1991, followed by
The Scorpion’s Dialect in 1998 and East of Zanzibar in 2011.

Karipidis served as President of the Greek Directors’ Guild (1988-1990).
He was among the main organisers of Anti-war Cinema Week in 2003,
one of the founding publishers of Zero for Conduct magazine, and one
of the directors of the anthology film Athens Blogs.

Giorgos Karipidis stood out not only for his work but also for his
personal integrity. All those who knew him well speak of a man

who lived his life in accordance with his values. An uncompromising
idealist envisioning and fighting for a just society, he was throughout
his life a modest, serious and truly noble person, with a sense of
deep affection for his fellow man, especially the downtrodden

of the earth.

In most cases this growth
also involves a strategic and business development of their company.
Business mentoring is a one-to-one relationship focused on the
needs of the mentee to develop/reinforce specific competences,
skills, and a problem-solving attitude, as well as on the availability
and capability of the mentor to provide advice on those issues.

It is a scheme where the experience and competences of the mentor
match the specific needs of the mentee.

“With a passion for art and some false declarations,” Nikos
Koundouros (1926-2017) sneaked into the Athens School of Fine
Arts at 16 years of age. This stint became the raw material for him
to launch himself into filmmaking, “a sort of triumphant painting”
as he called it, and also a refuge whenever he set his cinematographic
plans aside. In his painting, Koundouros followed a path defined

by his questioning of authority and his deep faith in tradition and
folk art. In his family home in Heraklion, the artist came into direct
contact with Byzantine art. He did not just put his love for painted
faith away as a childhood memory but transferred it onto canvas
many years later, rechristening his own personal ‘martyrs.’ He
placed whomever he wished to depict - Che Guevara, Gandhi, Ulrike
Meinhof - in the world of Byzantine icon-painting and turned them
into a saint.

For himself, during his years of self-exile in Europe from 1967 to 1974,
he reserved the symbol of his birthplace, the Minotaur. Influenced

by the teachings of masters such as Picasso, he made the bull his
quasi-trademark. It was in Thessaloniki that he first presented his
mythological or hybrid beings (Centaur and Minotaur), and works
inspired by ancient Greek tragedy and comedy (Antigone, Lysistrata),
which “converse” with a series of female figures whom Koundouros
celebrated in his paintings. The ‘Nikotaur,” as his friends wittily

called him in their correspondence, struggled in his art with the
“Aphrodites” who stood by him almost to the end of his life.

In token of our gratitude for the legacy he has left us, we have
attempted a “montage” of works supposedly depicting scenes from
the draft of a film that the director never completed. Death of an
Angel is based on the novella The Angel by Vassilis Vassilikos.
